GROSS 1-20-09 the bottle labeled Skin right girth area. Contains a previously incised firm tan haired skin ellipse 4x2x1 cm.  The surface contains an ulcerated nodule 1 cm in diameter. The margin is marked blue. One cross-section and two longitudinal sections are processed in one block.

MICROSCOPIC: There is locally extensive replacement of normal dermal collagen and adnexa with scierotic collagen which is multifocally mineralized and infiltrated by moderate to high numbers of mixed inflammatory cells.  The epidermis is acanthotic and focally ulcerated, and there is hemorrhage at this site as well as multifocally throughout the lesion.  Inflammatory cells are predominantly macrophages and eosinophlis, with lower numbers of lymphocyctes and plasma cells. These cells surround adnexa at the margins of this scierotic area, and there is focal furunculosis.

DIAGNOSIS: Dermatitis, eosinophlic and granulomatous, with sclerosis, Dystrophic calcification, ulceration and focal furunculosis, locally extensive, chronic, marked, skin of right girth area.

COMMENT: Possible causes include arthropod bite hypersensitivity, foreign body reaction, migrating parasites, fungal infection, or dermal trauma. I don’t see any organisms or foreign material n theses sections, which are examined over multiple levels, but these, are not always identified in these lesions even when they are causative.  A fungal stain is recommended. Some of these lesions are idiopathic.
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
