HISTORY:

Biopsies submitted.

Punch skin biopsies collected from area of patchy alopecia. Patched over right side of neck, nose, eyes and inside of leg. Has previous history of symmetrical alopecia in the winter.

Treatments: Hibitane ointment.

Response: None so far.

Duration of problem: 2-3 weeks

Animal is pruritic: No

Also included skin scraping to be looked at.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS

1. Hairless telogen follicles

ETIOLOGY:

COMMENTS: No inflammatory or degenerative changes, so this histologic picture is typical of seasonal shedding only. I see no need to submit the scrapings for parasitologic examinations. The follicles will regrow new hairs with no problem, but there is no predicting how long it will take. Likely two to six weeds. GROSS NECROPSY:

HISTOPATHOLOGY: All three biopsies show normal epidermis and no dermatitis or degenerative changes. The follicles are largely in telogen and many are hairless. No infectious agents seen. No lesions of alopecia areata.
